Description:

Deepens 35 miles of navigation channels to 50 - 53 ft (mean low
water) to provide deep draft access to the major container terminals
within the Port of NY & NJ.

Key features of the 50 ft. project include:

21 large dredging contracts, 18 complete, 2 underway, 1
remaining

Mitigation restoring 143 acres of tidal wetlands

Offsets NOx air emissions
